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Urgent statement regarding Critical Raw Materials Act (CRMA)

The Sami Parliament in Sweden urges the EU Member States, including Sweden, to respect
international law and human rights obligations regarding the rights of indigenous peoples.
As a minimum level the CRMA (article 6(1)) should include measures on meaningful

consultation and FPIC as set out in the UN declaration on the rights of indigenous peoples.

The Sami Parliament is deeply concerned by the information received that Sweden and
Finland and possibly other MS strongly oppose such references. We call upon the
Commission and Council to follow the proposal from the Parliament and conclude a CRMA
that safeguards the rights of the Sami and other indigenous peoples within the EU as well as

in third countries.
